Packing     
material, including Oasis, to keep the stems in place is allowed.

Notes for exhibitors and judges in Llanfechain Top Vase class 

· Flowering stems can be taken from any flowering plant 
· The different kinds of plants need to be taken from different genera. For instance, pinks, carnations 

and sweet william – which are all dianthus – would not be classed as different. 
· Only fresh, home-grown flowers can be used. No dried or silk flowers are allowed. 
· A vase, by definition, is any vessel that can be used to hold cut flowers and which is taller than it is 

wide at its widest point. 

LLANFECHAIN TOP TRAY 2011—Competition rules 

1. The Llanfechain Top Tray class is for a collection of three types of vegetables taken from this list 
of eight. The quantity of each vegetable required is given in brackets: carrots (3), cauliflowers (2),  
onions (3), parsnips (3), peas (6 pods), potatoes (3), runner beans (6 pods), tomatoes (6).

A tray or 
board measuring 45cm x 60cm can be used to display the vegetables, or the area can simply be 
marked on the staging. Where a tray has a lip or edge. it is the internal measurements that must 
not exceed 45cm x 60cm. 

3. A black cloth is permitted, and the tray may be painted. Parsley is allowed for garnishing, but no 
other foliage or accessories, such as plates, sand, rings etc., will be allowed. Onion tops may be 
tied or whipped using raffia or string. 

4. The winner of the Llanfechain Top Tray class will receive a Llanfechain Certificate plus prizes to 
the value of £10, the runner-up £5, third place £3. 

Notes for exhibitors and judges in Llanfechain Top Tray class 

· Carrots and parsnips must have foliage trimmed back to 7.5cm (3in). 
· Peas and beans must be displayed with some stalk attached 
· Tomatoes must be displayed with calyces (the green flower bud case). 
· Judges may handle exhibits, open pods etc to check for quality. 
· The tray, board or staging must not be cut or mutilated in any way at all – such as cutting holes for 

standing onions in.

Iced Marble Cake 
 
Ingredients   150g (6oz) butter      1 tablespoon (15 ml) milk  
    150g (6oz) caster sugar      75g (3oz) glacé cherries, quartered  
    3 eggs, beaten      Few drops of red food colouring  
    150g (6oz) self-raising flour, sifted   Grated rind and juice of 1 lemon  
    1 tablespoon cocoa powder, sifted   100g (4oz) icing sugar     
    75g (3 oz) milk chocolate drops   15g ( ½ oz) flaked almonds 
 
1. Grease and line an 18 cm (7 inch) round, deep, loose-bottomed cake tin. 

2. Beat the butter and caster sugar until light and fluffy. Gradually beat in the eggs, adding a  
little flour if the mixture begins to curdle. Fold in the remaining flour, and divide the mixture 
between 3 bowls. 

3. Beat the cocoa, 50 g (2oz) of the chocolate drops and the milk into 1 of the bowls. Roughly 
chop 50 g (2oz) of the cherries and fold into the second bowl, with the red food colouring. 
Add the rind and 1 table-spoon (15 ml) of the lemon juice to the remaining bowl of cake    
mixture. 

4. Spoon tablespoons of the 3 cake mixtures randomly into the pre-pared tin. Level the surface 
and place in a preheated oven, 180
C (350
F), Gas M ark 4, for 1 hour, until well risen and 
golden brown. Turn out and cool on a wire rack. 

5. Mix the icing sugar with enough of the remaining lemon juice to make a thick, smooth icing. 
Spread over the top of the cake, then scatter the cake with flaked almonds and the                        
remaining cherries. Melt the remaining chocolate drops and drizzle over the cake. Leave to 
set for about 15 minutes.
